“REALLY OLD, LIKE FORTY FIVE” is the title.  Written by TAMSIN OGLESBY, it was first published in 2010 and had its first outing at the National Theatre’s Cottlesloe Theatre in London in January of that same year.  It has a cast of 10 -   six female and four male with an age range from 13 to ?? plus!! And one of them is a robot!

So what is it all about?  There are just too many old people.  As a government research body seeks to deal with the problems of a maturing population, a family addresses its own.  Lyn’s memory starts to go, Alice takes a fall and even Robbie has to face signs of ageing. Relations are put to the test across three generations; as are those who enter the increasingly sinister world of State Care.    It is a furious comedy which confronts head on our embarrassment and fear about old age.  It exposes a society in which compassion vies with pragmatism and, by asking unequivocal questions, it comes up with some extraordinary answers. 
Dawn Waldron will be directing for us again (Dawn directed “The Memory of Water“ in October 2009).  The venue has yet to be confirmed but it will be presented in the week beginning 24th October.  

Dawn is hoping to open auditions in June and we will keep you fully posted
about that.
